1. INTRODUCTION

     Advertising is very much part of our lives. We see advertisments on billboards in our towns, in magazines and newspapers and on television during commercial breaks. We are constantly exposed to the sound of jingles, advertising all kinds of products. It will be your job to

discover the process of producing an ad. At the end of the quest you will

   produce your own ad. 
 


2. TASK




You are about to produce your own ad, but before you start designing your ad, it will be useful to know a few things about the world of advertising that might help you to make wise decisions.

   You and your partner will use information available in web sites on advertising, organized in the form of excel table hyper linked to the Internet. You will use the e-mail to contact 3 specialists that will answer any question you have about the world of advertising, and you will participate in one of the outdoor activities.

   You are free to surf and search the web using boolean operators in order to find more information related to the topic that interest you both.

   For your final computer generated presentation you can add video, drawings, photos, shows, or verbal presentation.

   At any time during your project you are free to contact any of the students or instructors via the class forum or e-mail. In addition, it is suggested to open your own personal documentation, where you can write your thoughts, comments, questions, or main points during the process of building your project.

 
3. PROCESS

   You will work with an assigned partner to complete this project. Five class periods and one day for an outdoor activity will be allotted to work on the project. The following steps are suggested for you and your partner to complete the project:

1. Review the background information in the advertising web sites

          listed in the excel table. (RESOURCES) 

Ask questions that interest you about advertising and use 'WORD' on your computer to write them down in a brain storm format. Try to guess what the answers might be. 
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2. Choose a product you would like to advertise, you can use one of

          the following suggested products:

a. toilet paper.

b. a tomato.

c. a spoon.

d. a chat room.

e. bread.


3. Using the web sites as a source of information, organize your findings in an access table and create your own database. Add to your database information you have learned through the e-mail correspondent and the outdoor activity you chose.

4.  Prepare a 5 minute computer generated slide show presentation for class (5-10 slides) on the results of your search. Include your reasons for choosing this product, and 5 facts that you and your partner found interesting about the process of producing an ad. Add your database and your e-mail letters, use hipper links. Prepare one slide to show your outdoor activity, why did you choose this activity and how did it help you on your search.

Inclose your insights, explanations, conclusions and commets.

Turn in a handout copy of the slides of your presentation.

5. In groups of six students, you are now ready to create your own ad.

          You are free to use any software available in order to produce your

          ad. Your ad will be presented in a special closing event.

Integrated- You can search the ad archive. Open RESOURCES and enter 'AD ARCHIVE'. Turn in a handout copy of the ‘Adding To An Ad’ project.
